He wouldn't tell his wife much about his duties because he

didn't want to worr y her. Instead, he mentioned how sand would get into everything and how the heat was like somebody holding

a blow drier over his head, Tanya Merck said. She received an e -mail from him just hours before he died, mentioning that he

had sent her two letters. "l guess God knew | needed something in writing, something | could read over and over, something |

could have physically,” she said. Dennis Merck also is survived by his children, Nicholas, 17, Mackenzi, 15, and Jacob, 10; h is
mother, Retha Merck of Snell ville, GA; and brothers, Darren of Loganville, GA, and Bryan, of Las Vegas.
